Technical Rescue: Core Qualifications





Course Hours:

Course Description:


This course will build on the minimum job performance requirements first practiced in the Introduction to Technical Rescue (48hr) training and continue to build the skills necessary to perform technical rescue operations for fire service and other emergency response personnel.  Technical Rescue: Core Qualifications will train individuals the knowledge, skills, and duties needed to perform as part of a technical rescue team member, using the general requirements established by National Fire Protection Agency (NFPA) 1006, Professional Qualifications.  Performance testing will evaluate general skills such as patient packaging, mechanical advantage, litter tending and other techniques that utilize ropes and fundamental core rigging.





Scope:


The purpose and goal(s) of this course is to continue establishing the minimum job performance requirements necessary to perform technical rescue operations for fire service and other emergency response personnel.  Skills demonstrated and practiced during the course will benefit any rescuer and/or rescue team that may respond to technical rescue incidents.





Expected outcomes/benefits:


Patient Packaging, Slope Operations, Mechanical Advantage and Litter Tending are just a few of the technical skills needed during specialize technical rescues.  Participation will better prepare the individual to operate safely and allow him/her to perform a as a member of a technical rescue team during technical rescue operations.





Course Prerequisites:


GFA- Introduction to Technical Rescue (48hr course); or


a passing score from challenging the "Introduction to Technical Rescue Skills Challenge" Tests plus 


First Responder, NIMS 700, & NIMS 100





Passing Criteria:


	Written: Participants must attain a minimum score of 70% on a written exam delivered by 	the Georgia Fire 	Academy.  


	Performance: Participants must attain a score of 100% on a performance test administered by Georgia Fire 	Academy.  Records of performance testing will be held in office of Georgia Firefighters Standards and 	Training Council as well as in GFA records.


	Attendance:  Participants must attend at least 90% of the course.  All absences must be excused for 	cause, i.e., court appearances, sickness, etc.
